The Assessment Team will consist
of three members who have had
the required level of training to
conduct the EMS Assessment

determines what

review

The Assessment Team will
investigate and track

non-conformance within that
department

The Assessment Team
verifies the corrective

action of reported
findings

The results of the assessment becomes
part of the document control that is

maintained by the ORCBS

The purpose of the internal
assessment is to ensure that

procedures are properly
implemented, review aspects and

maintained consistency

The department is responsible for
corrective measures

The information is
provided to the
Environmental

Compliance Officer for
compliance and review

The Environmental
Compliance Officer

follows-up on specific
conformance issues
